Caonductor and grip jews should be wiped claan of all
grease before use. b, Be sura o clean grip jaws
bedore and after each wse on wire or cable which has
been galvanized or otherwise coabed. )

2. Clean all working parts with an appropriale
cleanardegreasar, Allow grip to dry and apply
CINGHEYELLOW™ o all jsints and moving pars
USInG Caution 10 kesp j@ws clean and dry,

3. Check all parts for distortion or misalignment.
Grips should operate smoothly. Spring loaded
"Chicage™ grips should lock open with the loop
haridia i e “DOWN" position and close automal-
ically with th Ioop handle in ihe “UF position.

4. Never repair or moedify any gnp. i there is ever any
guestion aboul the sale condition of any goip,
please consult us directly. Toll frea: 1-B00-553-46T6.

= Clean and lubricate. Do MNOT lubricate
gripping surfaces of jaws.

+ Chieck all parts for digtortion or misalignment.

Grip
Jaws cin somabimes be replaced i the grip is
rafurned fo Kigin, but siructural damage cannol be
safply corracted. GEnps thal are bent, misaligned or
olherwise disforied should be discarded and
rapiacid,

+ Grips are to be used for temporary
installation, not for parmanent anchorage.

« When used on'or near energized lines,
ground, Insulste, or lsclale grip belore
pulling.

« Before each use clean jaw area and inspect
grip for proper operation to avoid slippage.

+ Always match proper grip to application,

+ Do not excesd rated capacity.

1. Ty of wire or cable.
